The Médoc is one of the most prestigious wine growi ng regions in Bordeaux. “Médoc”, in local 
dialect, means “the middle land”, bordered by the A tlantic Ocean to the west from which it is 
protected by a huge forest, and the Gironde Estuary  on the east. Cabernet Sauvignon and 
Cabernet Franc are the most widely cultivated varie ties in the Médoc. You will have the 
opportunity to taste wines of several vineyards dur ing a daytrip from Haut Medoc to Medoc.

Medoc 

9.00am:  Meet one of our preferred guides-drivers of the region at the 
lobby of your hotel in Bordeaux. 
 
Your guide-driver is a National licensed guide, specialist in 
Bordeaux Region .  Her knowledge in Bordeaux wines is recognized 
by the very best Sommeliers and wine makers of the region.   
 
En route to the Medoc region visit various Chateaux including 
Beychevelle  where the elegance of the classical architecture makes it 
a jewel in the crown of the Medoc.  The Chateau Beychevelle is a 
prestigious Cru Classé  whose character has been forged by three 
centuries of history.   
 
Continue this wine experience at Lynch Bages , 5th Grand Cru Classé 
of the Medoc Region. The Lynch-Bages estate is located just outside 
the city of Pauillac, on one of the most beautiful gravely outcrops in 
the appellation. 
 
Lynch-Bages made primarily from Cabernet-Sauvignon, is famous for 
its fine bouquet and rich tannin, which becomes soft and delicious with 
age. Lynch-Bages is powerful with a long aftertaste.   
 
Enjoy lunch at leisure in Saint-Julien.  We recommend the Saint 
Julien  located in a 19th century mansion which was the only bakery in 
Saint-Julien in the 1860’s. 
 
Visit Mouton Rothschild  and its very famous museum Wine in Art 
which was inaugurated in 1962 by André Malraux and that has a 
collection of precious objects from the earliest Antiquity until the 
present day.  Don’t miss the underground cellars  of this wonderful 
Chateau. 
 
Along the scenic drive : “Route des Châteaux” various photo stops to 
discover Château Lafite Rothschild in Pauillac Appellation, Cos 
d’Estournel in Saint Estephe Appellation and other wine estates. 
 
Visit St. Estèphe  on the route des Chateaux and see Lafitte 
Rotschild, Cos d’Estournel and others.

Enjoy a “vertical wine tasting” where different vintages of the same 
wine type from the same winery are tasted.  Taste several Millesimes 
of a famous Château and feel the differences between various 
vintages. 
A vertical tasting involves wines from different vintages but all the 
wines will come from the same winery. If the winery produces more 
than one type of wine, you would select a single wine from that winery 
and taste multiple vintages of that wine. When you hold a vertical 
tasting, you are learning more about the differences between different 
vintages rather than the differences in wineries.
