Paris & the Louvre Museum 

8:45 am: Meet your driver-guide in the lobby of your hotel for a 
panoramic tour of Paris  which will give you the opportunity to view 
most famous monuments of this beautiful city such as the Eiffel Tower, 
Montmartre district and Notre Dame. 
 
From the Eiffel Tower , the Arrondissements (districts) of Paris radiate 
before you like spokes on a wheel. Notre Dame's delicate buttresses 
almost take flight beside the River Seine. The Arc de Triomphe and the 
Champs-Elysees, Montmartre and the Left Bank. And of course there 
are the food, cafés, bistros, and Michelin-starred restaurants.  
 
Photo stop around the Trocadero, from where you can admire the 
spectacular Eiffel Tower.  At the time of its construction in 1889, the 
tower was the tallest structure in the world, a title it retained until 1930, 
when New York City's Chrysler Building was completed. The tower is 
the second-highest structure in France and the highest structure in 
Paris. 
 
Continue to the charming Montmartre for a Photo stop , a hill in the 
north of Paris, primarily known for the white-domed Basilica of the 
Sacré Cœur  on its summit.  The Sacré-Cœur is built of travertine 
stone. This stone constantly exudes calcite, which ensures that the 
basilica remains white despite the weather and pollution.  Most of the 
scenes of the movie Amélie of Montmartre were set up in this hill!  
 
Finish the morning at Notre Dame de Paris , often known simply as 
Notre Dame in English, a Gothic cathedral on the eastern half of the Île 
de la Cité in Paris.  Notre Dame is widely considered one of the finest 
examples of French Gothic architecture. 
 
We suggest lunch cruise on a panoramic boat down the Seine 
River. 
 
In the afternoon, continue and visit the Louvre Museum. 
Divided into 7 departments, the Louvre collections incorporate works 
dating from the birth of the great antique civilisations right up to the 
first half of the XIXth century , thereby confirming its encyclopaedic 
vocation.  
 
Among the thousands of priceless paintings is Leonardo da Vinci's 
Mona Lisa , probably the most famous painting in the world, housed in 
the Salle des Etats in a climate-controlled environment behind 
protective glass.  



 

 

Works of artists like Fragonard, Rembrandt, Rubens, Titian, 
Poussin, and David can also be seen. Among the well-known 
sculptures in the collection are the Winged Victory of Samothrace 
and the Venus de Milo. 
 
Time permitting, do not miss Le Louvre des Antiquaires, the largest
