9.00 am: Meet your English speaking guide-driver  at the lobby of
your hotel located in the Loire valley.

You may wish to visit the Gardens of the Chateau of Villandry
Villandry was the last Chateau built during the Renaissance period. It
is today famous around the world for its unique French terrace
gardens.

Villandry undoubtedly owes its fame to the splendid terraces of
gardens which encase it like a jewel box. The water garden, on the
upper level, within a huge cloister of lime trees, a mirror-like lake
collects the water required to irrigate the gardens and feed the
fountains.

Villandry is also known for its ornamental kitchen garden divided
into decorative squares, completely replanted twice a year.

Continue to a private estate located near Chinon and enjoy a visit
and wine-tasting. The domaine has 18 hectares within the environs
of Chinon. It is located in the Vau Breton; this means, in its old french,
'‘Breton Valley', which, in turn, gives its name to the locally grown
Cabernet Franc grape . Historically, the domain is one of the oldest
winery in Chinon.

The oldest public record, discovered so far, of the serving of wine from
the estate, is that it was served in 1912, at the reception for
Military Delegations from twenty-two nations ; these included
delegations from Great Britain, Russia, Japan, Spain and Norway - it
was a red vintage of 1893; it was a wine aged over a period of
nineteen years...

Lunch is at leisure in Chinon. We suggest Le Chapeau Rouge : in a
shaded square, Le Chapeau Rouge boasts a tasteful décor. Its chef
offers an interesting up-to-date menu that varies with the seasons.

Follow your guide-driver on a walking tour of the town that will take
you through the oldest parts of the town. You may wish to visit the
chateau, one of Count of Anjou’s (crowned King of England in 1154)
favorite residences.

Transfer to Bourgueil at a private vineyard that belongs to the same
family for 7 generations. You will visit the cellar and taste the
Cabernet Franc or cabernet Sauvignon of the vineyar  d.

Transfer to your hotel at the end of the afternoon.

Visit Fontevraud Abbey: the abbey from 1101 until 1792, state prison
from 1804 until 1963, nowadays Fontevraud is a cultural meeting
Centre. It is today one of the biggest restoration sites in France. The
highlight of the complex is the abbey church, a great space with plenty
of characters and interest despite its size (although a little over-
restored) which contains also the tombstone effigies of Henry II,
Eleanor of Aquitaine and Richard the Lionheart.

Don't miss also the carved doorway that passes through to the
chapterhouse and, moving on a little, the octagonal kitchen with its
incredibly turreted roof, and the central interior courtyard.
